Course Objectives

This course aims to enhance students' English language skills in academic contexts,
focusing on reading, writing, listening, and speaking. The lecture is designed to help
students acquire the necessary language skills and strategies to effectively engage
with and excel in academic tasks, assignments, research, and communication within
the university setting. Students will read academic texts, listen to lectures, and write
academic essays while analyzing authentic texts.

The course equips students with the language skills and academic competencies
needed to thrive in a university environment, contribute effectively to their chosen
fields of study, and succeed in their academic pursuits.

Course Content

Every two weeks,, a reading text from the textbook Pathways 4 (3rd Edition) will
be covered while reading an authentic passage in which academic language is
analyzed and from which writing tasks are developed. Presentation lessons are
given every two weeks, and in Weeks 11, 12, and 13, students prepare and deliver
group presentations based on what they have learned in these lessons.

Teaching and
Learning Methods

The course is delivered through guided reading activities, academic vocabulary
instruction, presentation-based teaching, collaborative group work, and student-
led group presentations. Practice-based activities, in-class discussions, and
instructor and peer feedback are used to support students’ academic
communication skills.
